In the fullness of time, put all things in subjection
under your Christ, and bring us to that heavenly country where, with St. Nicholas,
and all your saints, we may enter the everlasting heritage of your sons and
daughters; through Jesus Christ our Lord, the firstborn of all creation, the head of
the Church, and the author of our salvation.
